Toddler

Musikgarten, Montessori and More
8:30-11:30

Musikgarten’s programs are based on meeting the developmental needs of the children as they grow. This summer
program will immerse your child in language, evoke movement, stimulate the brain, foster physical coordination, and
develop listening skills. Children will enjoy singing, fingerplays, parachute games, moving, dancing, listening games,
and playing simple instruments, all while developing a strong musical bond and working in a prepared Montessori
environment.

Did you know that exposure to nature is essential for physical, emotional and mental health? New studies suggest
that being in nature can improve the cognitive abilities of children as well as increasing their resistance to stress and
depression. This camp is a favorite each year. Each week will have a different theme: “Beach,“Things That Grow,”
“Growing Our Food,” and “Feel the Beat.” Most of the mornings will be spent in the woods walking the labyrinth,
playing the outdoor musical instruments, looking under rocks, and doing special activities according to the weekly
themes. The first 2 weeks the children will learn Spanish and English vocabulary. The last 2 weeks the campers will
hear Spanish and German. The camp will meet each morning in Camille and Linda’s classroom.

Taking a Giant Step Ages:3-35  Week:July 18

8:30-11:30

This camp has proven very beneficial for supporting toddlers and new students in transitioning to the Primary
classroom environment. Children have the opportunity to adjust to a larger room with more activities and a different
routine. Taught by a toddler and primary teacher, this works to make this camp a valuable transition experience for
the child. The camp will meet in Syeda’s classroom.

Upper El and Middle School

The Swordbird Society Ages: 9-14 Weeks: June 27, July 11

8:30-3:00

Utilizing techniques from successful writers (Ermnest Hemmingway, Stephen King, Anne Lamont), teachers (Natalie
Goldberg, Brenda Ueland, Julia Cameron), and screenwriters (Syd Fields, Rick Reichman), campers will begin to
discover and uncover their own authentic voices. Campers will practice discipline, nurture their creativity, and quiet
the inner critic. They will learn skills such as how to write any place and any time, capture dialogue, build an idea file,
and mine stories from their own lives and from history. Emphasis will be on story and character arc, and depending
on each student’s interest, may be applied to prose, poetry, and scripts. A writer’s workshop model will be used.

CanYou Dig It? Ages: 9-14 Week: July 11

8:30-3:00

A hands on science and history based field school for future archeologists at GMS. Students will use the scientific
method on the Agape Retreat Center (the GMS land lab site) to explore local native culture and history. Students may
make projectile points, baskets, clay pots, in addition to site surveys and actual digs. One summer students uncovered
a fire pit from former indigenous peoples. Campers will meet at the Agape Retreat Center in Oak Ridge each moring
and be picked up there as well.

Trailblazers Extreme Ages: 10and Up Week: July 18

8:30-5:00

Similar to the Trailblazers camp, with longer, faster paced hikes. The camp includes some swimming, but great
emphasis will be on hiking and exploring longer trails.

Recommended for EXPERIENCED hikers. Campers will meet in the office each morning.

Upper EL and Middle School
Trailblazers Ages: 10-14 Week: June 20
8:30-5:00

Campers will visit an organic farm, go hiking at Hanging Rock, tour the Museum of Life and Science in Durham, and
explore the GMS Land Lab at the Apgate Retreat Center in Oak Ridge. There will be a different experience each day.
Campers will swim, hike, take creek walks, have picnics, visit butterfly houses and more. Campers will be actively
exploring and learning each day.

Each year the campers decide how the profits from the market
are used to support children outside of the school. In years past, the money has been donated to purchase school sup-
plies for children in Guilford County, to support the Children’s Home Society, and to support digging a well in Niger for
children who don’t have clean water. This is a great way for children to learn to give back as they are learning different
crafts, making jam, bread, pesto, cobblers and more. This popular camp will take place in the GMS gym and gardens.
